Are you engaged in social, community or youth work as a paid worker or volunteer?
Would you like to develop your knowledge and skills?
If so the new interdiac six-month course starting in September 2015 could be for you!

Course Content

The course will build on your experience of working with people and covers the following topics: 
· Understanding the personal basis of social, youth and diaconal work as a positive resource in the work we do.
· Deepening understanding of the ethical basis of social, youth and diaconal work in practice.
· Gaining new knowledge and skills which will underpin your everyday work.
· Developing knowledge of the practice of social and community work in different contexts.
· Analysing social policy and social welfare in different countries of Central and Eastern Europe, in a global context.
· Integrating the theological and Biblical basis of social and youth work and diaconia and relevant spirituality.
The curriculum has been designed by interdiac partners, especially for people working in Central and Eastern Europe.

The interdiac Learning Approach

The semester will use a participatory approach that will integrate: 
· Your own experience and practice with the development of new knowledge and skills.
· Contact teaching in five short workshops in an international group, which will be held in Český Těšín.
· Practice based learning in-between the contact teaching.
· On-line learning using the tailor made interdiac platform.
Accreditation

The course is recognised as having 30 ECTS and follows the Open University structure of the interdiac partner, the Diaconia University of Applied Sciences (Diak), which is the largest University for social & youth work, diaconia and nursing in Finland. It is expected that Diak will accredit the semester programme as Diak and the Protestant Theological Faculty, Charles University already accredit the individual study units.

If a student completes the semester course and all the requirements are met, the study can be considered as contributing to the interdiac Double Degree Programme studies, should the student decide to apply for a study place on it.

A second one-semester programme will be offered in spring 2016 and students may apply for this programme during the autumn 2015.

Participation fee of 30€ per study unit which means 150€ for the full Semester programme will be charged.

Language and Practicalities

The study programme is in English and therefore applicants should be able to follow the programme and produce assignments in English.

The course will include sessions on academic English, an introductory session on the interdiac approach to integrated learning as well as for the learning platform used by the programme.

Please note that this course is ‘full time’ because it includes either an agreed placement specially organised or that participants continue in their own working place in diaconal, social or youth work.
